Rules for the Standardrama Horse Shows

1.
No horses exhibiting lameness of any sort will be permitted to show.

2.
The Decision of the judge is final.

3.
No unsportsmanlike behaviour will be tolerated.

4.
Boots and bandages are permitted in any class other than halter or showmanship.

5.
A horse/rider combination that is deemed dangerous to themselves or others will be asked to leave the ring.

6.
No horse may be drugged in any way to perform.

7.
Martingales or tie downs will not be permitted in flat performance classes.

8.
No inhumane bits will be permitted. No excessive force to be used at any time.

9.
No person under the age of 18 will be permitted to handle/show a stallion.

10.
All known kickers will be required to wear a red ribbon in their tail.

11.
All riders will be required to provide proof of liability in order to show. This will be done when entries are made.

12.
Heels and helmets to be worn at all times while mounted. Junior riders no matter what class MUST wear a helmet. Adults are encouraged to wear helmets as well all classes.

13.
Helmets will be required to be worn in games, 

14.
No practicing over obstacles or jumps until permission by show organizers under threat of disqualification from class entered.

15.
No one will enter the ring for any reason to assist a competitor except members of the show committee.

16.
Be ready for your class at the entry gate on time.

17.
Enter your class early. No entries once class has started.

18.
Be courteous to other riders in/out of the show ring.

Have a fun and safe day and hope to see you next year.

Western Bit Rule
When riding with two hands a conventional O-ring, D-ring or Eggbutt Snaffle (with a ring

no larger than 4”(10cm)) is to be used in Western Performance classes. This bit may be

used with one hand riding as well, but rider may not switch riding hand while in the

show ring . The inside of the bits ring must be free of rein, curb or headstall

attachments which would provide leverage. The mouthpiece of the bit should be round,

oval or egg-shaped, smooth and unwrapped metal. It may be inlayed if smooth. The

bars must be a minimum of 5/16th (8mm) in diameter, measured 1” (25mm) in from the

cheek with a gradual decrease to center of the snaffle. The mouthpiece may be two or

three pieces. A three-piece, connecting ring of 1”-1 1/4” (25mm-32mm) or less in

diameter, or a connecting flat bar of 3/8” to 3/4” (10mm-20mm) measured top to bottom,

with a maximum length of 2” (50mm), which lies flat in the horses’s mouth.

If a curb bit is used in a Western Performance class rider must ride with one hand. A

curb is a bit that has a solid or broken mouthpiece, has shanks and acts as leverage, it

is considered a standard western bit, and must be free of mechanical devices. A

description of a legal, standard western bit includes; 8 1/2” (21.5cm) maximum length

shank (to be measured as indicated in diagram), which may be fixed or loose. Bars

must be round, oval, or egg-shaped, smooth and unwrapped metal of

5/16th”-3/4” ( 8mm-20mm) diameter, measured 1” (25mm) from cheek. They may be

inlaid if smooth. No prongs or extensions may protrude below the mouthpiece. The

mouthpiece may be two or three pieces. A three piece, connecting flat bar of 3/8” to

3/4” (10mm to 20mm), measured top to bottom with a maximum length of 2” (5cm),

which lies flat in the horses mouth. The port must be no higher than 3 1/2” (9cm)

maximum, with rollers and covers. Broken mouthpieces, half-breeds and spades are

allowed. No Slip or gag bits, donuts or flat polo mouthpieces. Curb strap or curb chain is

required, it must be at least 1/2” in width and lie flat against the jaw of the horse and

meet the approval of the judge. A broken strap or chain may not be cause for

disqualification.

Hackamore means the use of a flexible, braided rawhide or leather, or rope bosal, the

core of which may be either rawhide or flexible cable. Absolutely no rigid material will be

permitted under the jaws, regardless of how padded or covered. No mechanical

hackamores, horse hair bosals, or bitless bridles. Riders may ride with one or two hands

on, but if using one they may not switch rein hand in the show ring.
